Some months ago, Gemma and | were in
Southern California, with a few days to spare.
We decided to drive down to San Diego and
play in their Regional Tournament for a few
days. During one session, the following

hand came up.

West dutifully lead a Spade, whereupon
South won the trick, quickly drew trumps,
and discarded one of dummy's small hearts
on his other Spade honor. Slam made.

However, had West analyzed the bidding
carefully, he might have been able to
defeat the slam. First, North's Minor suit
Stayman shows length in both minors,
often 5 — 5; but not discounting 6 — 4 and
5 — 4 holdings in the minors.

Second, West knows that North (the
Blackwood bidder) knows that his
partnership is missing one key card. In
fact, West is looking at the missing key
card in his hand: the A @ However,
because of East's double of the 2S bid,
there is a good chance North thinks that
their missing Key Card is the A ;; unless
North is holding that card himself. Due to
South's INT opening bid, and with North
holding at least 9 cards in the minors,
the odds favor South holding the A ;.

Third, if West then assumes that the A ;
is with South, this would probably
indicate a singleton Spade in the North
hand. If North did not hold a singleton in
Spades, he would be worried about two
quick Spade losers. He might stop short
of slam, or he might have explored slam
some other way.

Fourth, West having inferred a
singleton Spade in the North hand
opposite the Ace in the South hand,
can now conclude that the defense
will not be taking any Spade tricks.

Fifth, if declarer has any trump
losers or Club losers, they will not
disappear. What might disappear is
a second Heart loser as declarer
could conceivably discard his losing
hearts on dummy's known Club side
suit; or if the holds AK or AQ of
Spades, as was the case in this
hand, then he could discard one of
dummy's losing Hearts on his
second Spade winner.

Hence, the lead with the best
chance to set the contract is the A @
As the cards lie, East — West would
quickly cash two Hearts to set the
contract and earn a top board.
Interestingly, East's double of 2S
would have led his partner to find
the killing lead which was a Heart. §

Many points have been lost at the table,
due to faulty discards. It is therefore
essential to know how to minimise those
possibilities. Take a look at the defensive
play against this 3NT contract, which

An incorrect discarding at the 5" and
6" trick will surrender the contract to
the declarer. The important thing to do
is to count declarer’s possible winning
tricks, and then see how to defend the
hand. At trick 5, declarer has already
shown the AC and KD. In order to
have bid to 3NT, he is likely to have at
least two out of the following: AS, KS
and KH. You can now work out the
following:

a) If declarer has both AS and KS,
there is no hope. He has 9 top tricks,
with 3 spades, 1 heart, 2 clubs and 3
diamonds.

b) If declarer has AS and KH, it is still
hopeless, as declarer can play
towards dummy’s QS for the 9t trick
(since KS must be with partner)

c) If declarer has KS and KH, there is
a defence. This is when you need to
analyse the hand and choose your
discards carefully. If you discard a
heart, you will put your partner in a fix,
with a three suit squeeze situation.

A club discard may look obvious, but
this means that your partner would be
endplayed after a strip by the declarer
(you can try this out yourself).

Therefore the best discard is the
spade, even though this does not
seem to be the right thing to do,
seeing declarer bid spades. (And yes
this was the exact reply from the
defender at the table for not
discarding a spade). However, by
assuming declarer is holding the only
hand that you can defeat the 3NT
contract means assuming that he
only holds KS, so you can discard the
spade with confidence.

Your next discard would follow with
the same reasoning. Your partner
would be able to discard a heart in
release from the pressure made by
your correct discard.

This means that the declarer has no
chance to collect the 9" trick, before
your 5 trick.

This hand is a good example that
good defensive play means correctly
counting declarer’s tricks. You
should try to spend a little time to
figure out the right discard, before
you make it. Never take a discard for
granted.

You also need to be mindful of what
partner does. So a secondary choice
of discards may be needed if partner
had made a different (and wrong)
choice of his discard. For example,

An experience with BridgeMates

Playing with Bridgemates is something
that most of us are unfamiliar. | count
myself privileged to have the chance to
not only play with, but to organising a
tournament, using Bridgemates. I'm
currently the secretary of Warwick
University Bridge. We decided to revive a
previous inter-university bridge weekend
festival. Being the only one on the
committee with prior experience of
running a bridge tournament, much of the
planning work fell to me. | asked Darren
Evetts, a EBU qualified Congress
Tournament Director (and Gold Cup team
mate!) to help direct for the weekend.
Darren suggested borrowing Bridgemates
from West Midlands Bridge Club and
setting up barometer scoring for the pairs
event. It was hoped that the Bridgemates
would simplify the scoring process.

The turnout could have been improved -
we had six and half tables for the pairs on
Saturday and six tables on Sunday.
However, we proceeded on. So, while
students were protesting against Gordon
Brown's arrival on campus, the 27 of us
started a day of bridge...

Set-up
This was pretty straightforward. The
Bridgemates come with a central control

unit, which plugs into any PC through a
USB or serial port. The rest of the set-up
is done using the computer, choosing the
movements and other options. This is
pretty similar to setting up scoring on a
computer without using Bridgemates.

Actual play
After every board, North enters the board

number, contract and result into the
Bridgemate. East or West then checks the
result and presses a button to accept. The
result is then sent through a wireless link
to the main control unit which feeds it into
the PC. Thus, the scoring is all done
automatically without the need for
travellers. Throughout the entire day, the
live running scores were displayed using
a projector. It is also very useful for the
director who can just look at the screen
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An experience with BridgeMates (cont'd)

and yell, "Table 5, you're behind everyone
else, please play faster!"

The Bridgemates themselves are pretty easy
to use. Most of the buttons on the device are
self-explanatory and during actual usage,
the screen provides prompts through each
step. At the end of each round, the
Bridgemate will tell the players which table
to move to. Throughout the entire weekend,
there were no complaints or problems
regarding the usage of the Bridgemates.

Perhaps most players would remember the
wait at the end of pairs tournaments, when
the scores are entered from the travellers.
With Bridgemates, the scoring is done
almost instantaneously. All that remains is to
ensure no one has entered the scores
wrongly into the Bridgemate. This also
eliminates the need for large amounts of
paper and prior preparation for traveller
slips.

The experience with Bridgemates was
definitely very positive - no complaints and
the players were very satisfied with the
running of the tournament. Also, the results
were uploaded directly to the internet, which
allows players to look at the results for every
board, even after they have left the

tournament. There was definitely a lot less
strain on the director, compared to a
conventionally-scored pairs tournament.
Even for the teams event, scoring was
guicker, as each team needed to ensure
that their scores tally. Also, Butler scoring
is possible using Bridgemates so teams
can evaluate the performance of their
pairs.

Personally, | would wish to see
Bridgemates being used in Singapore,
due to the various advantages mentioned.
Cost is probably the only downside. |
heard a price of about £150 per unit.

Results

Despite the fact that this is a UK
universities bridge festival, the pairs event
was won by Tham Wei Che, who some of

you will remember back from his days as
a member of Hwa Chong Institution's
bridge team. Wei Che is currently studying
Actuarial Science in Southampton
University and has done well in reviving
bridge in his university. It did not come
much as a surprise then when the teams
event went down to the wire, with
Southampton tied at 54 VPs with Warwick
A going into the last round. The final
margin of victory for Warwick A was only 1
VP, even closer considering if
Southampton had won 1 more IMP in their
match against LSE, they would have
scored the maximum 20 VPs as well and
would have won by virtue of head-to-head
record.

It was an enjoyable experience organising
such an event, made even better by the
introduction of Bridgemates. | am
particularly grateful to Mr Darren Evetts for
directing the event for free, Mr David
Jones, president of Coventry Bridge Club,
for his kind loan of tables, bidding boxes
and boards, and West Midlands Bridge
Club for the loan of Bridgemates and
boards. I'm already starting to look
forward to the prospect of organising Inter-
University Bridge Festival 2011...
